Sewing Instructions for cushion covers.
If you cannot buy an inner for a cushion to make one up, just use cheap strong cotton material, and fill it with either unicurl or batting.

These measurements are for a cushion cover size 41X40 cm’s or 16.1/4 X 15.1/4 inches.

1. Cut  1 – 97 X 50 cm’s or 38.1/4 X 19.3/4 inches .

Fold fabric in half lengthwise, then half widthwise and mark the centre of the fabric. This is where you can centre your embroidery.

2. Embroider your design onto the fabric, marking your centre.
3. Overlock  width edges. 
4.  Place inner cushion on fabric and fold fabricaround  cushion to work out how much to fold for the buttons and buttonholes for the centre back of the cushion , the folds must overlap.

5. sew folds in place neatly.

6. mark  one fold for bottunholes to be sewn.

7.  Sew seams on all 4 sides around the right side of cushion.

8. Cut  corners |__

   9.Turn cushion inside out and again sew seams on all 4 sides

10.  Turn cushion back to the  right side and pin all 4 sides to sew a neat ridge around the cushion, make sure the seem is straight.
11. Sew Your  buttons on.
Your cover is now complete to insert the inner
